	Reports from the Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention indicate that three of the 20 children followed for one year after completing services or 15% went to a Youth Development Center within a year after termination.
	     

	3.  Less than 35% will have any additional trouble with the law during a one year follow-up period. Trouble with the law is defined as additional convictions for a violation of the law.  Data is obtained from juvenile court.

	Reports from the Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention indicate that only four of 21 children served or 19% had additional charges within one year of termination.
